___Ruling Elders—Seeking Direction from 
the Lord: How Leaders Can Listen For and 
Recognize the Voice of God ~ Rev. Tom 
Willcox 
This presentation teaches a biblical 
understanding of how to hear the voice of God, 
how to know if what you are hearing is God, 
and what to do with what you hear.  It speaks to 
hearing God both as individuals and in a group 
setting.  It is helpful especially for church 
leaders who want to grow in their ability to 
actively seek direction from the Lord personally 
and in the course of ministry with other church 
leaders.

In addressing the office of deacon (servant), 
the Bible (Acts 6:1-7; 1 Timothy 3:8-13) puts 
more emphasis on character than on job 
description.  This year’s workshop will address 
dealing with grief, home and hospital visitation, 
the role of Scripture and prayer, and the 
importance of listening.  In addition, we will 
reflect together on the character components 
set forth by Scripture as essential for deacons.
